	Observation of Clinical supervisor
	Good – Clinical supervisor demonstrates excellent engagement with student, involves student in the assessment, clear and constructive student feedback given
	Satisfactory – competent, responds well to student questions and encourages participation. Limited student feedback given
	Poor/Unsatisfactory – Clinical supervisor not engaged with student. No student feedback given. Requires improvement

	Length of TP status
	Established TP over 3 years
	Recently approved TP within the last 12-18 months
	Approved as a TP within the last 12 months

	Timeliness of communication
	Practice responds promptly and constructively to communication from TEC Partnership

If any red flag domain is rated High Risk, the Training Practice cannot be classed as Low Risk overall — even if the total numerical score falls in the low-risk/medium risk band

Monitoring of progress of actions arising during initial Training Practice audit will be carried out at clinical super visits. Frequency will increase depending on risk.

	Green (Low)
	 Annual monitoring

	Amber (Med)
	 Monitoring visit dependant on support needed

	Red (High)
	 Close monitoring and high levels of support – frequent monitoring  


   

Risk Band: 
0-10 = low risk (Green)
Training Practice meets or exceeds all standards. Strong record of supporting students. Training practice granted full approval and usual monitoring support visits. 
Training Practice monitored annually.

11-25 = medium risk (Amber)
Training Practice has some areas of concern. Actions needed to meet the standards or support students adequately. 
Training Practice Approved with conditions – written action plan required. A revisit/review required, frequency depending on support needed. 
Training Practice to receive additional monitoring visits/support. 

26 + = high risk (Red)
Significant concerns about suitability or safety compromising student experience,
Training Practice to be closely monitored & highly supported
Approval suspended or not approved. Significant support or restructure required
